Responsive Reading

All the people came together as one in the square be-
fore the Water Gate. They told Ezra the teacher of the Law
to bring out the Book of the Law of Moses, which the Lord
had commanded for Israel.

So on the first day of the seventh month Ezra the
priest brought the Law before the assembly. He stood
on a high wooden platform built for the occasion.

He opened the book, and read it aloud from daybreak till
noon as he faced the square before the Water Gate. And
all the people listened attentively to the Book of the Law.

On the twenty-fourth day of the same month, the Is-
raelites gathered together, fasting and wearing sack-
cloth and putting dust on their heads. They stood in
their places and confessed their sins and the sins of
their ancestors.

They stood where they were and read from the Book of
the Law of the Lord their God for a quarter of the day, and
spent another quarter in confession and in worshiping the
Lord their God. They cried out with loud voices: “Blessed
be your glorious name, and may it be exalted above all
blessing and praise. You alone are the Lord.

You made the heavens, even the highest heavens,
and all their starry host, the earth and all that is on it,
the seas and all that is in them. You give life to every-
thing, and the multitudes of heaven worship you.
